Road to walk the footpaths. | am again objecting to the this application on the following
grounds:

e A CMRF should be located on a brownfield site and not greenfield one, let alone one in a
sensitive area with an important woodland habitat.

e This CMRF is not anyway needed in West Sussex and is not close to likely sources of waste
construction material.

e The Loxswood location is also an inappropriate site for a claypit — the area is an important
public amenity for walkers, cyclists and horse riders and apart from reduced access, the
ambience of the whole area would be ruined by the noise, dust and emissions. In broader
environmental terms there would inevitably be material damage to trees, ancient
woodland, plants and wildlife.

e There would be a huge and unwelcome increase in HGV traffic on the local roads. The
A281, the nearest main road is already very busy following years of traffic growth — more
HGV’s are not welcome!

In addition, with respect to the new documents submitted by the developers - these do nothing
to materially ameliorate the concerns raised above.
